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We, as social change activists working in different parts of Asia, meeting together in Colombo, Sri Lanka in January 1997, resolve to establish INASIA.





INASIA will be an Asian social change forum. It will seek to facilitate alliance building and solidarity among social activists and among social change initiatives on the basis of the social, spiritual, cultural, economic and political experience of a diverse spectrum of communities and peoples of Asia.





As founding associates of INASIA we shall seek to articulate and strengthen alternate perspectives and paradigms of development that express the potential of an Asian discourse for a humane, just and equitable course of social change, based on the principle of need rather than of greed, and born from the living experience of Asia's diverse grassroot communities.





INASIA shall work with dedication towards the achievement of peace, human rights, harmong, cooperation and human fulfillment among the people and communities of Asia in particular and the world in general.





INASIA offers itself as a forum of debate and dialogue in which various social change experiences as well as alternate modes of thought and action in Asia can be viewed within a holistic framework of harmony and well-being among all people in all parts of the world, and communicated through networking to communities living not only in Asia but in the rest of the world as well.





While working as social change activists in different parts of Asia, we further resolve to accept INASIA, Colombo, a non-profit association incorporated under Sri Lankan law, as the general secretariat of INASIA. We further resolve to facilitate the activities of INASIA through three chapters in East Asia, South East Asia and South Asia with honorary coordinators working from Seoul in Korea, Bangkok in Thailand and Pune in India.





The policies and programmes of INASIA will be the responsibility of a coordinating council of twelve persons selected by consensus from the associates coming from the three  chapters of INASIA.





We, the founder associates of INASIA, finally dedicate ourselves to a social action discourse grounded in the real life experience of Asian grassroot communities, informed by spiritual awareness, human values and ethical principles of trust, and actuated by a firm commitment to the principles of social and economic equity on the one side and of the interdependence and oneness of humankind on the other.
